In the case of an emergency which occurs during training sessions at Seedhill track, club officials will take relevant action and will inform Pendle Leisure staff on duty.  If this necessitates calling for medical assistance there are always first-aiders present during training sessions and there is a phone in reception, which is very close to the track, if an ambulance is required.  Parents will be contacted if emergency involves an athlete.  If the emergency requires reporting to UKA the relevant form will be completed.  
Emergency which may lead to evacuation of the arena. 

The coach/club official notified of the emergency or concerns should also ensure that Pendle Leisure Staff are aware of the situation.
A phone is situated in the reception area for use in an emergency and a member of Pendle Leisure Staff is always present during opening hours.

If it is felt that all athletes should leave the arena the coach/official/arena staff/ who has made the decision should ensure that all training groups are advised of the situation and action to be taken.  All groups should be led over to the Thatch and Thistle Car Park by coaches/officials/parents.

Emergency to the individual.during training sessions at Park High School Venables Avenue Colne  Tel. 01282 

In the case of an emergency which occurs during indoor training sessions at Park High School (Oct-March), club officials will take relevant action.  There will always be a mobile phone available in case of the need to call for an ambulance and, a members telephone list, including emergency contact numbers, if parents have to be contacted.  There will be someone with up-to-date first aid qualifications (to date we have always had someone with first aid cert.)   If anyone needs to be taken to the ‘Urgent Care’ Department at Burnley General (01282 425071) there are always sufficient coaches/club officials/parents to ensure this can happen leaving adequate supervision for the remaining athletes.  UKA forms will be completed if necessary and the school will also be informed.
Emergency procedures at meetings hosted by Pendle A.C.
The Nelson Division of St John Ambulance is present at all meetings hosted by the club at Seedhill track, Nelson and has been since the club’s first meeting in 1978.  There is a phone at reception if needed.
Due to restrictions placed on Seedhill track by UKA (long jump pits inside the track) long throws cannot take place at the same time as long jump and triple jump.   
Pendle A.C. has to host league meetings at other tracks.  The St. John Ambulance Division local to the track (usually Blackburn or Preston) is always present at these meetings at our request.  Club officials always have a mobile phone.  Pendle A.C. Team Managers and meeting organizer have up-to-date members telephone list which has emergency contact numbers.
Emergency procedures at away fixtures.

Clubs hosting athletic meetings should ensure that first aid provision is provided.  
Pendle A.C. club officials carry a first aid kit and up-to-date members telephone list including emergency contacts.  The club request emergency procedures from the coach company which it hires.
